A Rare Sight!





It was a dark and stormy night when we received the call. Eight Risso’s dolphins (Grampus griseus) were sighted in Provincetown harbor on the night of October 27th.  One was quickly pushed from the beach by onlookers. Three of the animals died during the ordeal. One other was euthanized due to its poor condition. CCSN transported the three remaining animals to Herring Cove and released them at sunrise.  Two daysafter the event, the three released animals were sighted alive near shore.  No other reports have been made as of yet.  The deceased animals were necropsied at the Shore Lab at the Woods Hole Oceanographic Institution.
